I am submitting the Sterling Police Departmen t lAtlAnnual Report for your review.

ln 2012 calls for service decreased by LOa/o to 19,553. We believe this was largely due to less

hire back traffic grant opportunity from |.D.O.T. and minimal snow and other weather related

issues.

Traffic accidents decreased by 2o/o in 20L2. This was the eighth consecutive year of accident

decreases - in spite of a reduction in D.U.l. arrests and traffic citations.

We will continue our zero tolerance attack on the gang and drug problem in Sterling, Rock Falls

and Whiteside County in cooperation with local and state agencies. Controlled substance

arrests increased in 2OL2. We believe that by attacking the drug problem we will reduce gang

activity and violent crime within our area.

Our multi-tiered approach to the gang and drug problem through enforcement, education and

community involvement is a necessity. We have been instrumental in the formation of the

Whiteside Community Action Network (WeCan) and we will work within that group to find new

approaches to deal with the drug problem.

Our additional goal in 2013 will be prromoting community safety through comrnunication with
the elderly, school safety ap.d traffic enforcement-

E911

The Whiteside County 911 System is an Enhanced 911 or E911 system. This

means that the caller location and call back number are provided to the dispatcher

at the time the call is placed.

There are three 911 Public Safety Answering Points or PSAP's in Whiteside

County. Depending on the location of the caller, 9II calls are answered at the

Whiteside County Sheriffs Office, the Sterling Police or Rock Falls Police

Departments. From there the appropriate Police, Fire or EMS agency is dispatched

to handle the call. The CGH Dispatch Center is considered a secondary PSAP, as

911 calls are not answered there directly, however any of the three PSAP's can

transfer 911 calls to them requiring Sterling Fire, Rock Falls Fire or CGH EMS

services.

Our 911 system has the ability to plot the incoming call by location on a GIS based

map to further help in locating the emergency and determining what agencies

should be dispatched to handle the call. Landline calls are plotted on the map

based on the address associated with the phone service. Cellular calls use different

technologies to provide latitude/longitude coordinates with the caller information

and that is then used to plot the location on the map.

New technologies like VoIP - voice over internet protocol or cable phone service,

should provide caller information during a 9ll call, but this may depend on the

service provider. Also, some of these services are not required to support 911.

Newer technologies that may be able to contact 911 in the future are text

messaging, picture messaging or any other new services that may be created.

The Sterling Police D.A.R.E. program is funded by the Sterling Police Department and

community fundraising. The program has been presented in Sterling schools since 1986.

Locally in Sterling all schools indicate that the program does make a difference.

Introductions are made in 4th grade with the V.E.G.A. (Violence Education and Gang
Awareness) program. In 5'n grade the students receive the seventeen-week D.A.R.E. core

curriculum. Junior high age students receive the G.R.E.A.T. (Gang Resistance Education
and Training) program and the high school students complete their D.A.R.E. component
with information about drinking violations, felonies, misdemeanors, and curtailing
violence. Students therefore have character buildins educational contact with uniformed
officers into their high school years.

Responding to critical studies, D.A.R.E. in Sterling is offered at various grade levels. A
district wide survey was held asking parents if D.A.R.E. should continue in Sterling
schools. The survey was overwhelmingly in favor of keeping the D.A.R.E. program.

97J% of the parents responded with positive feedback of the importance of keeping the
D.A.R.E. program alive and in their child's life. Out of the 398 responses, 102 of those

surveyed were unsure,IYo was against, and lo/ohad younger students that have not yet

had the D.A.R.E. program.

I nformation Tech nology

The information technology staff at the Sterling Police Department consists of Sgt. Ken Wright
and LT. Technician Dennis Fellows.

lT staff currently maintain and administer a Wide Area Computer Network that consists of five
Local Area Networks. The Local Area Networks are located at the coliseum building, the main
fire department and the sub-station, the waste water treatment plant, and the public works
facility. Currently there are approximately 70 computer workstations on the Windows Domain
Network, five hardware file servers, and two virtual servers. The system is currently used by

approx. 96 City employees.

The City of Sterling Wide Area Network provides access for City Employees to the Public

lnternet and private networks including the Whiteside County Emergency Telephone Services

Board (911 system)that links Law Enforcement Agencies in Whiteside County, the State of
lllinois Law Enforcement Agency Data Services, and various other State and Federal Networks.

Police squads and Code Enforcement vehicles are also equipped with computers that use

cellular communication technology that links them with City, State, and Federal agencies from a
mobile environment.

The lT staff provides the following services to City Departments and Employees:

o The lT staff operates and maintains the city's V.O.|.P. telephone and voice mail

messaging system that services all city offices at all five LAN locations, currently
consisting of approximately 92 extensions.

o WiFi LAN for Coliseum Building that includes a secure private network and a public

SEX OFFENDER
REGISTRATION

The State of lllinois requires convicted sex offenders to register with the

Police Department of the jurisdiction in which they live. Based on the

status of the offender, they are required to register for a minimum of 10

years and a maximum of life. Most offenders must register on an annual

basis, while some may have to register every 90 days and homeless

offenders must register every 7 days.

They are required to notify Police lf they move into, within or out of a

jurisdiction, change employmenUschool or obtain new vehicle information.

These changes must be reported within 3 days.

ft is unlaMul for a child sex offender or a child sexual predator to
knowingly reside (or loiter) within 500 feet of a school building or the real

property comprising any school that persons under the age of 18 attend.

(unless the property was purchased before the effective date of July 7, 2000).

ft is unlaMul for a child sex offender or a child sexual predator to
knowingly reside (or loiter) within 500 feet of a child day care facility,

park/playground equipment or any other facility specifically designated for

children under the age of 18. lt is also unlaMul for a child sex offender or

a child sexual predator to knowingly be present in any public park building

or on real property comprising any public park.

The

curriculum covers topics on peer pressure, taking risks, consequences, ways to say "NO"'

reducing violence, breaking laws and the penalties involved. Currently we have gone back to

the D.A.R.E. Program at the Middle School after the Program was revamped'



i.GREAT TIMES'' SUMMER YOUTH PROGRAM

,,Great Times" was developed as a summer component of the GREAT program' In 1999 the

department realized that particularly during summer, children are often unsupervised and get

into trouble during the day or early evening hours'

The "Great Times" Program was designed to be educational

and basically "wear kids out" by the end of the day' The

program works with 6th, 7th and 8th grade students three days

per week over a summer time 8 to L0 week session. During

the morning session, students play a "guess my occupation"

game with a variety of professionals during a lecture, question

and answer session. The importance of an education is

brought home. Free lunch is provided and the afternoon

session brings team building activities, sports or educational

field trips.

The program has been funded by a yearly grant from Sterling Township. Sterling Unit 5 School
