V. Reports from Police and Fire Chiefs

Fire: No official report as Interim Fire Chief Gary Cook was not present.                     Lt. Wendell Hollis indicated Firefighter Corey Bianchi reported for duty Feb. 6, 2012, after having been laid off. 
VI. Old Business
Appointment of Captain
After discussion by the board and visitors, the board indicated the issue of appointment of someone to replace Administrative Captain Steve Marschang would remain on the table pending information from City Manager Scott Shumard and a study determining if the Sterling and Rock Falls fire departments should merge.
At present time Marschang’s duties are being split between Cook and the fire lieutenants, including liquor inspections. Lt. Wendell Hollis and Lt. Mike Dettman both indicated they are doing that on top of undergoing training for new air tanks that will go into use on March 1, 2012. The equipment is completely different from what has been used, they said.
VII. New Business
Candidate Physical Ability Test (CPAT)
[bookmark: _GoBack]After discussion by the board and visitors, Commissioner Ausman made a motion to require all candidates testing for firefighter to have a CPAT card for their physical agility portion of the test. Commissioner Schein seconded the motion. Discussion: The card will cost the candidates $130 and will represent the completion of training at a CPAT facility, the closest to the area in Glenview. Many fire departments are going this route instead of having firefighter candidates do physical agility testing on site, providing a savings to the city. Roll Call Vote: Ausman yes, White yes, Schein yes. The motion passed unanimously.

New Hire List—Fire Department
After discussion by the board and visitors, Commissioner Schein made a motion to hire COPS for its upcoming testing for a new hire list for the fire department. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Asuman. Roll Call Vote: Ausman yes, White yes, Schein yes. The motion was passed unanimously.
